The relevance of the Road to Indy Presented by Cooper Tires – one of the most acclaimed driver development programs in 
the world – as a springboard to the NTT INDYCAR SERIES has never been more apparent. The 2022 grid is peppered with 
graduates of the ladder system including Conor Daly, Devlin DeFrancesco, Jack Harvey, Colton Herta, Dalton Kellett, Kyle 
Kirkwood, David Malukas, Josef Newgarden, Patricio O’Ward, Felix Rosenqvist and Rinus VeeKay.

The Road to Indy is the only driver development program in the world to feature a champion’s scholarship at every level to 
advance to the next step on the ladder system and reach the NTT INDYCAR SERIES and Indianapolis 500.

THE PROGRESSION STEPS
The first rung on the Road to Indy ladder is the Cooper Tires USF2000 Championship, a revival of the highly regarded 
USF2000 series which ran from 1990 through 2006. The goal of the series is to provide a professional, entry-level open-
wheel training ground serving as the first step on the ladder to an NTT INDYCAR SERIES career.

From there, drivers move on to the Indy Pro 2000 Championship Presented by Cooper Tires, formerly known as the 
Pro Mazda and Star Mazda Championships. Past graduates include Marco Andretti, Oliver Askew, Conor Daly, James 
Hinchcliffe, Kyle Kirkwood, Spencer Pigot, Graham Rahal, Zach Veach and Rinus VeeKay.

From Indy Pro 2000, drivers graduate into Indy Lights Presented by Cooper Tires. For 36 years, Indy Lights has 
been a vital step for competitors to reach the pinnacle of open-wheel racing in America, boasting over 100 
drivers as graduates.

INDYCAR is the sanctioning body of the NTT INDYCAR SERIES and Indy Lights Presented by Cooper Tires. INDYCAR 
is headquartered in Indianapolis, Indiana.

NTT INDYCAR SERIES
The premier series of INDYCAR, which debuted in January 1996. NTT INDYCAR SERIES should be used in all 
references. (e.g. NTT INDYCAR SERIES cars, NTT INDYCAR SERIES champion, NTT INDYCAR SERIES driver).

Road to Indy Presented by Cooper Tires
The ladder system to INDYCAR, which debuted in 2010, consisting of Indy Lights Presented by Cooper Tires (third 
and final step), Indy Pro 2000 Championship Presented by Cooper Tires (second step) and Cooper Tires USF2000 
Championship (first step).

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Indy Lights Presented by Cooper Tires is the development series for drivers and teams striving to compete in the 
NTT INDYCAR SERIES and the Indianapolis 500.

Since Indy Lights’ first season in 1986, many of the INDYCAR SERIES’ biggest names developed their skills in the 
series on their way to the pinnacle of the sport including Greg Moore, Tony Kanaan, Helio Castroneves, Scott Dixon, 
Dan Wheldon, Josef Newgarden and Conor Daly as well as rising stars Colton Herta, Pato O’Ward and Rinus VeeKay. 

Others Indy Lights drivers such as Bryan Herta, Ed Carpenter and Jay Howard have gone on to become successful 
team owners.

Run in conjunction with the NTT INDYCAR SERIES, Indy Lights’ 14-race schedule features 12 races on road/street 
courses and two races on ovals. Indy Lights offers its champion driver a scholarship and other benefits to graduate 
to the NTT INDYCAR SERIES.

In 2022, 15 full-time drivers on the NTT INDYCAR SERIES grids have Indy Lights listed on their resumes, including 
three rookies who raced in the series in 2021. All but three of the 34 champions in the series history have moved 
up to the NTT INDYCAR SERIES.

The Dallara IL-15 is a state-of-the-art, single-seat, open-wheel, INDYCAR SERIES-style chassis manufactured by 
Dallara Automobili, complete with paddle shifters, push-to-pass and safety components meeting FIA specifications 
with INDYCAR standards (headrests, seats, secondary pedal bulkhead, zylon panels). The Advanced Engine Research 
(AER) Indy Lights 2.0-liter, turbocharged I-4 powerplant is capable of running an entire season without a rebuild. 
The IL-15 was introduced in 2015 and will remain in competition until at least 2024. It was fitted with a cockpit 
protection device beginning in the 2021 season.
